According to the U.S.

Department  of  Housing  and  Urban 

Development,  housing  is  considered 

affordable  when  it  costs  no  more 

than  30%  of  a  household’s  annual 

income. Based on this guideline, 

nearly  38% of  the homeowners in 
the local area are  cost-burdened.
